Signing Up
1. Create a flickr account. –OR--

2. If you have a Yahoo! account, you can use your Yahoo username and password.
Uploading Photos

1. You can upload any photos you’d like (you can upload multiple photos at once). A free account has a 100MB per month transfer limit.
2. When it asks you how to share them, share them “public”.
3. After uploading, click where is says “describe your photos”.

Tagging Photos (VERY IMPORTANT)

1. “Tagging” (i.e. labeling) photos is the key to what makes this all work. By tagging photos, you allow people to search for them. For example, if we all tag our wedding photos the same, we will be able to see all of them.

2. Where it says “add tags”, tag all wedding photos with “jjweignerwedding”

3. At the bottom, click on “Save this batch”.

Viewing photos

1. In addition to being able to view your own photos, you can view anyone else’s tagged photos as well.

2. From flickr.com or technorati.com (which I like better), search for “jjweignerwedding”. All shared wedding photos will come up!If you really want to have fun, click on the RSS subscribe button that comes up in your Technorati search results.
� Yes, yes, you can still use Google’s Picasa; however “tagging” (the important part) is much more difficult through Picasa’s interface. Picasa is great for sharing photos with a small number of people (who’s email address you HAVE to know). Flickr is great for sharing photos with a large number of people, some of whom you may not even know!
